Over the last few decades, the definition of
cultural heritage has expanded, originally referring primarily to masterpieces of artistic and historical worth.
Itis today applied more generally and covers everything that has a special meaning for people. At the moment,
the term heritage refers to both cultural and natural heritage. We cannot separate culture from nature in
understanding the world's cultural diversity.
