How The Younger Generation Consumes The News 

In recent years, (21) __________ researchers and older generations that younger people are disengaged from 

the news, leading to a limited understanding of the world. However, a study by the Media Insight Project 

(American Press Institute & Associated Press) challenges this perception. The research reveals that 85% of 

young people consider staying informed important, and 69% consume news daily.
